Lists of Renewable Deemed Standard Patents on 

IPD’s Website

Under section 4 of the Patents (Transitional Arrangements) Rules and section 39 of the Patents Ordinance, renewal of patents formerly registered under the Registration of Patents Ordinance (repealed) must be effected on the anniversary of the patent’s deemed filing date first occurring after 27 June 2000 in order to keep the patent in force for a further year.

Failure to renew will result in the Registrar sending a reminder to the patent proprietor. As an additional way of letting proprietors know of patents needing renewal we have put lists of renewable deemed standard patents on our website at http://www.info.gov.hk/ipd/. The following information has been included in the lists:

· Renewal Due Date,

· Hong Kong Patent Number, and

· United Kingdom Patent Number / European Patent (UK) Number.
