
RULES OF THE LAW SOCIETY CLUBHOUSE


made by the Council of the Law Society


of Hong Kong pursuant to Article 29A


of the Articles of Association.

Opening Hours
1.
The Clubhouse will be open during the hours to be determined by the Council and particulars will, from time to time, be circulated to members.

Facilities
2.
Use of the Clubhouse facilities is restricted to current or existing members of the Law Society, registered foreign lawyers, trainee solicitors and associate members. Solely for the purpose of these rules such aforementioned persons are collectively referred to as "members" and individually referred to as "a member".


Guests
3.
Guests may enter the Clubhouse on four occasions in any calendar month irrespective of the number of members they may know. Notwithstanding the foregoing the number of visits to the Clubhouse by the spouse of a member shall not be so restricted provided that such spouse is accompanied by the member when using the facilities of the Clubhouse.

4.
Guests must be accompanied by a member in order to use the facilities of the Clubhouse. 

5.
Members will be held responsible for the conduct of their guests and must ensure that they abide by these rules.

6.
No children under the age of 12 years shall be admitted to the Clubhouse. Children over the age of 12 years may be admitted to the Clubhouse provided they are accompanied at all times by a member. 

7.
No pets of any description will be admitted to the Clubhouse.

Dress

8.
Members and their guests are expected to dress appropriately. The dress code for the Clubhouse is smart casual wear (no jeans, collarless T-shirts, shorts, running shoes etc.) 

Conduct

9.
The Clubhouse manager has authority to require any member or guest to leave the premises forthwith if the manager considers that the continued presence of that member or guest is not conducive to the maintenance of good order and comfort within the Clubhouse or if he considers the conduct of that member or guest to be offensive or a nuisance to other members.

10.
Under no circumstances shall intoxicating liquor be served to any person under the age of 18 years. The manager shall have authority to demand proof of age from any person whom he believes to be under the age of 18 years and to whom he has been requested to serve intoxicating liquor.

11.
The Clubhouse manager has authority to decline to sell or provide intoxicating liquor to any person whom he considers to be unfit to consume the same.

12.
If a member wishes to complain in respect of the conduct in the Clubhouse of any member of the Law Society or of any guest that complaint should be directed to the Council who will consider the matter and decide to take such steps as it shall, in its absolute discretion, think fit. Any such decision of the Council shall be final. 

13.
Members shall not reprimand any Clubhouse employee for alleged misconduct, inefficiency or any other matter but shall refer the same to the Council which will consider  the matter and decide to take such steps as it shall, in its absolute discretion, think fit. Any such decision shall be final.

14.
Members or guests shall not give any money or gratuity under any pretext whatsoever to any employee of the Clubhouse.

15.
The use of private radios or musical instruments by members or their guests is strictly prohibited in the Clubhouse.

16.
Members or guests shall not bring any advertising material or other literature to the Clubhouse for general distribution except with the prior written permission of the Council.

17.
Food or drinks from outside  shall not be brought into the Clubhouse for consumption by members or their guests.

18.
No member or guest shall remove from the Clubhouse any article belonging to the Clubhouse or the Law Society.

19.
Drinks and light snacks may be consumed in the bar area of the Clubhouse but shall not be taken into the Library or Cyber Cafe.

20.
Smoking is permitted only in the wooden-floored Bar area of the Clubhouse but is prohibited elsewhere.

21.
Members will be required to pay the cost of making good any loss or damage howsoever caused by themselves or by their guests to the Clubhouse premises or any property of the Clubhouse or the Law Society.

Private functions
22.
Arrangements may be made to reserve accommodation for private functions in the Bar. Bookings shall be made through the Administration manager of the Law Society from whom rates for hire of the accommodation and availability of the facilities may be ascertained. Not less than 48 hours notice shall be given of the cancellation of any private booking failing which the member will be charged with a cancellation charge equivalent to the whole or part of the function charge. For any function costing $10,000 and above a 25% deposit will be required and in the event of cancellation not less than 96 hours notice must be given in default of which there will be forfeiture of the deposit paid.

23.
Whenever a member is permitted to hire any of the facilities referred to any invitations issued must be in the name of the member who must personally attend the function and accept responsibility for the conduct of those in attendance and for settlement of the account.

Accounts

24.
No credit shall be given in respect of any transactions undertaken by members in the Clubhouse. Payment for all food and drinks ordered and hire of the Bar for any private function shall be made by means of credit card. 

Liabilities

25.
The Law Society and/or The Law Society Clubhouse Limited  will not accept any responsibility for the loss or theft of or damage to any property or valuables of members or their guests whilst in the Clubhouse or entering or departing therefrom.

26.
The Law Society and/or The Law Society Clubhouse Limited accepts no responsibility for any accident or injury to any member or guest which may occur in the Clubhouse or whilst entering or departing therefrom.

Library

27.
Books, newspapers and magazines may not be removed from the Library. Photocopying facilities are available through the Reception Desk of the Law Society. No member shall mark or in any way deface any book in the Library.

Cyber Café

28.
Members may obtain a required CD ROM from the Reception Desk of the Law Society and must return the same to the Reception Desk after use. Only one CD ROM at a time will be issued to members.


Delegation of powers

29.
The Council may delegate any of the powers reserved to it under these rules in whatever manner and to whom it considers appropriate.
