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Advertising trade mark applications



The Trade Marks Registry is changing its practice in advertising trade mark applications under section 14 of the Trade Marks Ordinance.  The new practice will apply to notices to advertise issued by the registry on or after 17 April 2000.

2.

As a result of the change, the registry will no longer require applicants for registration to include in the advertisement of their marks a translation and transliteration of words or characters in the mark.

3.

Advertisements of applications, in accordance with notices to advertise issued on or after 17 April 2000, for marks such as, ‘L’étoile de la nuit’, ‘夜空的繁星’ and ‘夜空  星’ will not include a translation, or transliteration of those words or characters.
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
