Circular No. 2 of 2001

Renewal of United Kingdom Designs

Deemed Registered in Hong Kong


Under section 92(3)(b)(iii) of the Registered Designs Ordinance, an application for the initial renewal of a United Kingdom design deemed registered in Hong Kong shall include a certified copy of an entry in, or a certified extract from, the United Kingdom Designs Registry, stating the full name of the proprietor of the design immediately preceding the application. 

2. The purpose of the certified copy or extract is to confirm the name of the current proprietor of the design. 

3. In this respect, the Designs Registry in Hong Kong accepts certified copies or extracts issued not more than three months before the renewal application under section 92(3) is filed with the Registry.

Where certified copies or extracts have been issued more than three months prior to the renewal application in Hong Kong, the Registry requires in addition, a statutory declaration by the proprietor confirming that he remains the proprietor on the United Kingdom register immediately preceding the filing of the renewal application.
