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Submission of Written Representations for Section 6(6) or 6(8) Hearing
Under the Town Planning Ordinance
Under the current practice, objectors/further objectors are required to submit written representations within four weeks of the notification of the section 6(6) or 6(8) hearing under the Town Planning Ordinance. If these submissions include voluminous technical reports, an Executive Summary of preferably not more than 400 words highlighting the main grounds of the objection should be provided.

2. In case of a section 6(8) hearing, both the original objectors and further objectors will be invited to the meeting of the Town Planning Board (TPB)/Objection Hearing Committee (OHC) at which the further objections will be heard. The TPB/OHC normally conducts the objection hearing in English, or Cantonese if the original/further objectors so request. If the written representations of the original/further objectors are submitted in Chinese, the TPB has agreed that, to ensure better understanding by all objectors, the other party should also be requested to provide an Executive Summary of their submissions in Chinese (preferably not more than 400 words). The TPB Secretariat would advise the original/further objectors the need for such requirement when they are notified of the section 6(8) hearing date.
