Proposed Terms of Reference

1.
To review applications for accreditation of RME courses under the Legal Practitioners (Risk Management Education) Rules.

2.
To determine according to the criteria set by the Law Society whether accreditation should be granted and to refer to the RME Committee for determination cases where the provider applies for accreditation of a course of a duration shorter than the course provided by the Society.

3.
To review from time to time the criteria for accreditation of RME courses and to make recommendations to the RME Committee in respect of any proposed amendments to the criteria.

4.
To monitor all providers of accredited RME courses and to keep under review the standard of the courses.

To keep under review the number of accredited RME courses and providers and to make any recommendations deemed necessary.
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
