


Introduction

The Index of Streets, House Numbers and Lots in Hong Kong, Kowloon and New Kowloon ("the Street Index") is published by the Land Registry with the primary objective of correlating property addresses with the corresponding lot numbers so as to facilitate land searches in Urban area.  

Of the 31 previous editions of the Street Index, the first 25 were published on various dates commencing in the nineteenth century, the 26th in 1956, the 27th in 1961, the 28th in 1967, the 29th in 1977, the 30th in 1987 and the 31st in 1999.  The editions prior to the 28th edition consisted of bound volumes – single volume pre-war, double volumes post-war.  From the 28th edition onwards, the Street Index was published in loose-leaf form, affording a convenient means of making successive additions and alterations.  Particulars of additions and alterations were published periodically in "noters-up".
As we are now in the information technology age and heading towards the 21st century, from the 31st edition onwards we have replaced the traditional Street Index data in two bulky volumes with a single compact disc, thus enabling users to search the data more speedily and conveniently.  The practice of using "noters-up" to update the Street Index data has discontinued.

Updating of the Street Index

The Street Index data will continue to be updated by the Land Registry internally with new data from various sources, and an updated version of the Street Index will be produced annually and released for sale as a new edition.

Since the 31st edition, 998 amendments have been made and 89 new streets and 104 new lots/sections/subsections have been added to the Street Index data.

The present edition shows the position as at 31 August 1999, according to data supplied by the Rating and Valuation Department and information available in the Land Registry up to that date.  New data from September 1999 onwards will be published in the next edition.
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
