	The global financial crisis of recent years has shown that risks in banking can impose significant costs and unsettling distortions on the real economy.  Many claim, however, that a safer banking system would require sacrificing lending and economic growth.  In this seminar Professor Anat Admati examines this and other narratives advanced by bankers, politicians and regulators, exposing most of them as invalid. Banks are as fragile as they are not because they must be, but because they want to be – and they get away with it.  This situation benefits bankers, but it distorts the economy and exposes the public to unnecessary risks.  Professor Admati cuts through the jargon of banking, clears the fog of confusion, and presents the issues in simple and highly accessible terms.  She will advocate ambitious reforms and outline highly beneficial steps that can be taken immediately. If the political will is found to take the necessary steps, society can benefit from a safer and healthier banking system without sacrificing any of the benefits the system can provide.
